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COOPERATION AGREEMENT
IN THE FIELD OF EDUCATIONAL, SCIENTIFIC AND CULTURAL
ACTIVITIES

Republic of Belarus » JCt 2024 r.

Educational Establishment “Vitebsk State University named after P.M. Masherov”,
hereinafter referred to as “VSU”, represented by the Rector of the University Bogatyreva Valentina
Vasilievna, acting on the basis of the Charter, on the one hand, and State educational institution of
higher professional education Kyrgyz-Russian Slavic University named after the first President ofthe
Russian Federation B.N. Yeltsin represented hereinafter referred to as KRSU by the acting rector,
acting on the basis ofthe Charter, on the other hand, have concluded this Agreement as follows:

2. Areas of cooperation

For the development of educational, scientific and cultural activities, universities cooperate in
the following areas:

1.1. Organization and holding of joint scientific and technical cultural events (seminars,
conferences, congresses, symposiums, forums, etc.);

1.2. Preparation and implementation ofjoint research and innovation projects, creation and
functioning of creative teams ofauthors to solve research and educational problems;

1.3. Exchange of results of scientific research and development, publications, teaching
materials;

1.4. Exchange of experience in the implementation of advanced technologies and methods of
education and upbringing, provision of mutual assistance in the training of scientific personnel;

1.5. Exchange of experience in the development and implementation ofa quality management
system;

1.6. Exchange of students to expand short-term and long-term academic mobility, teachers
and other university staff to give lectures, learn the latest techniques and methods of scientific
research, improve educational work;

1.7. Organization of internships for university staff, training of external PhD students, PhD
students, doctoral students, undergraduate and master’s course students.

1.8. The A.O. Orusbaev Institute of Russian Language of KRSU directly cooperates with the
relevant structures of VSU on the issues of studying, preserving and promoting the position of the
Russian language in Kyrgyzstan and Belarus.

2. Terms of cooperation

The implementation ofthe planned areas of cooperation between universities is carried out on
the following conditions:

2.1. The activities carried out meet the requirements of both parties and are carried out on
mutually beneficial terms;

2.2. Conducting joint research work is carried out by mutual agreement of faculties,
departments and other departments universities, as well as their employees in agreement with
university leadership;

2.3. The rights to intellectual property, to the results ofjoint activities belong to both parties
under a certain agreement.

2.4. The exchange of students, teachers and university staff is carried out on the basis of
individual invitations sent by the parties to each other.

2.5. Expenses for the movement of representatives of the parties (teachers, students,
administration) and in general for activities are negotiated by the parties separately.



2.6. Travel expenses are paid by the sending party, and living expenses are paid by the
receiving party, subject to availability of funds.

2.7. The receiving country provides assistanceto the representatives of the sending party in
finding housing, and also provides them with the opportunity to use all the services.

3. Other terms

3.1 The Agreement comes into force from the moment of signing and is valid for 5 years.
After this period, it is automatically extended, unless either party declares its termination.

3.2. The parties have the right to unilaterally terminate this agreement by notifying the other
party in writing 2 months prior to termination.

3.3. Changes, additions to this agreement are valid if made in writing and signed by authorized
persons.

3.4. The parties have agreed to post each other's current hyperlink on their official websites.

3.5. The Agreement is drawn up and signed in 4 (four) copies in Russian and English

languages, having equal legal force, two copies in both languages for each of the Parties. In

case of discrepancies, the text in Russian shall prevail.
